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Structure and Content of Extended Abstract:
[bookmark: _GoBack]An extended abstract is a more detailed version of a regular abstract that gives authors the opportunity to present more information about their research in maximum 4-5 pages (800-1000 words). This abstract should include the following sections in order:
Introduction (Times New Roman 13 Bold):
This section should include the following:
· Problem Statement: Clear and concise explanation of the research problem
· Background and Necessity: Brief reference to the background of the topic and the reason for the importance of conducting this research
· Research Gap: Statement of the existing gap in previous research that this study aims to fill
· Research Objectives: Clear and explicit statement of main and secondary research objectives
· Research Questions or Hypotheses: If applicable
Suggested Volume: 1-2 paragraphs (approximately 150-200 words)
Materials and Methods (Times New Roman 13 Bold): 
This section should briefly include the following:
· Research Method: Type of research (quantitative, qualitative, mixed, descriptive, analytical, etc.)
· Population and Sample: Introduction of the study population, sampling method, and sample size
· Data Collection Tools: Brief introduction of tools and methods of data collection
· Analysis Method: Mention of statistical or analytical methods used
· Materials and Equipment: If necessary, mention of materials, software, or equipment used
Important Note: Avoid mentioning details of well-known methods and only refer to principles. For new or less known methods, provide more explanations.
Suggested Volume: 1-2 paragraphs (approximately 150-200 words)
Results (Times New Roman 12 Bold):
This section should include the following:
· Main Findings: Presentation of the most important results obtained from the research
· Quantitative Data: Mention of figures, percentages, and key statistics (if available)
· Charts or Tables (Optional): If necessary, one or two key charts/tables can be added
· Comparison with Background: Brief reference to the conformity or difference of results with previous studies
Important Notes for Tables and Charts:
· Table title above it in Times New Roman Bold size 11
· Chart/figure title below it in Times New Roman Bold size 11
· All numbers in tables should be centered
· Text size inside tables minimum Times New Roman 8 or 10
· Suggested Volume: 1-2 paragraphs (approximately 150-250 words)
Discussion and Conclusion (Times New Roman 13 Bold): 
This section should include the following:
· Interpretation of Results: Analysis and explanation of the main research findings
· Answering Research Questions: Stating how the results respond to research objectives and questions
· Practical Applications: Reference to practical and applied applications of the results
· Limitations: Brief mention of research limitations
· Recommendations: Providing recommendations for future research or practical actions
Important Note: This section should not be a repetition of results, but should provide their interpretation and meaning.
Suggested Volume: 1-2 paragraphs (approximately 150-200 words)
· The list of references should be arranged alphabetically
· In-text citation and bibliography method should be in the author-date system
· Maximum 10-15 key sources related to the topic should be mentioned
